For the first ime in history, psychiatrists during the Mazi era sought to systematically exterminate
their patients. However, little has been published from this dark period analyzing what may be
learned for clinical and research psychiatry. At each stage in the murdercus process lay a series of
unethical and heinous practices, with many psychiatrists demonstrating a profound commitment to
the atrocities, playing central, pivotal roles critical to the success of MNazi policy. Several
misconceptions led to this misconduct, including allowing philosophical constructs to define clinical
practice, focusing exclusively on preventative medicine, allowing political pressures to influence
practice, blurring the roles of clinicians and researchers, and falsely believing that good science and
good ethics always co-exist. Psychiatry during this pericd provides a most horrifying example of
how science may be perverted by external forces. It thus becomes crucial to include the Mazi era
psychiatry experience in ethics training as an example of proper practice gone awry.

In the field
of health care, they may have helped support a
care model that emphasizes patients’ active par-
ticipation in decision-making about their own
health care, supported by primary health care
professionals (HCPs) (Baleige et al., 2021). It is
reasonable to suppose these developments may
also promote more socially inclusive policies such
as legislative reform regarding gender recognition
that facilitates a rights-based approach, without
imposing requirements for diagnosis, hormone
therapy and/or surgery. TGD people who have
changed gender markers on key documents enjoy
better mental health (e.g., Bauer et al., 2015;
Scheim et al., 2020). A more rights-based
approach in this area may contribute greatly to
the overall health and well-being of TGD people
(Aristegui et al., 2017).
